Course Description: This is the course is an accelerated course which covers the second half of Geometry and all of Algebra II. It includes Transformations in the Coordinate Plane, Similarity/Congruence/Proofs, Right Triangle Trigonometry, Circles and Volume, Geometric and Algebraic Connections, Applications of Probability.
Notebook: You need a 2-2.5 inch, 3-ring binder. You should keep an organized 3-ring binder with loose-leaf and graph paper.  You must stay organized! Keep all Summative Unit Tests, as the Midterm and Final are created based on these exams.
Calculator:  It is essential to purchase a calculator for this class.  We will mostly be using the TI-36x Pro calculator to assist in the computations throughout the course.  The TI-84 graphing calculator is acceptable as an additional asset and will be used periodically to assist in understanding graphs.  
Other Materials (Required): Compass, Protractor
